REMARKS

The aircraft took off from Wilson Airport for circuit training in the local Training area at 1430 with the pilot as the sole occupant with 4 hours fuel endurance. The pilot requested ATC for a 60 minute flight in the local training area to perform training exercises circuits. Wilson airport was both the departure and destination aerodrome.

The pilot stated that he flew for approximately 1 hour uneventfully, having performed several “touch and gos” (landings with subsequent take offs without coming to a stop) on runway 07. While performing the intended final touch and go on runway 07, after touching down, as he  applied power for the subsequent take-off, he reported that the aircraft started veering strongly to the left. He was able to arrest the veering and the aircraft came to rest on the grass adjacent to the drainage trench on the left of runway 07, parallel to the centerline and approximately 70 metres from the intersection of runway 07 and taxiway B. The pilot reported that he performed normal shut down procedures and exited the aircraft unaided and unharmed.
ATC personnel activated the crash alarm once the aircraft exited the runway and fire and ambulance services were deployed to the site.
Preliminary examination of the aircraft did not reveal any external damage.
