REMARKS
On 23 February 2018 at 1030 a Pitts tail dragger aircraft, registration 5Y-MBM veered off runway after landing on runway 07 at Wilson Airport. The aircraft was reported to have been on practice of aerobatics. 
According to the Captain who was the sole occupant onboard, the landing was uneventful until about 200 metres after touch down when the aircraft suddenly began shaking with a shimmy vibration from the left side of the main landing gear. The aircraft departed the runway with the left main landing gear folding rearwards part way and left wing hitting the runway sign for runway 14/32. The aircraft came to rest on the grass after the intersection of runway 07/14.

The Captain vacated the aircraft uninjured.
The aircraft sustained minor damage. The right wing tip was dented to the left at the leading edge area. The left main landing gear fairing was cracked at the wheel assembly attachment point. The engine cowling was slightly punched on the left side and one of the propeller blades slightly damaged at the tip. 

At the time of the serious incident the weather condition was clear visibility with broken cloud cover.
Investigations into the cause(s) of the serious incident are ongoing.
