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REPORT
On 29th March 2018, the AAID received information about a serious incident involving two A330 type of aircraft registration TC-JOY and HB-JHF operated by Turkey Airline and Swiss Airline respectively at JKIA. The Swiss Airline operated as flight LX294, had 12 crews and 118 passengers and was outbound for departure while Turkey Cargo Airline operated as flight GS12 had 4 crews with full cargo was inbound after landing at JKIA. According to the preliminary information, at around 1645 hours the two A330 experienced ground collision near the holding point for take-off at JKIA in which both aircraft winglets got damaged. There was no injury to persons onboard.
The Swiss Airline Flight LX 294 cancelled the intended take-off flight after assessing the damage caused to the winglet as Turkey Cargo Airline relocated the airplane to cargo apron area.

Investigation is on-going to establish cause of the accident.
