1.1T he B a n{CdrsptioaA Gtidelines and this annex apply with respect to procurement
under Bank Investment Project Financing operations.

2.1 The Bank requires that Borrowers (including beneficiaries of Bank fingjicbidders,
consultants, contractors and suppliers; anycutiractors, swoonsultants, service providers
or suppliers; any agents (whether declared or not); and any of their personnel, observe the
highest standard of ethics during the procurementesgycselection and contract execution
of Bankfinanced contracts, and refrain from Fraud and Corruption.

c. In addition to the legal remedies set out in the relevant Legal Agreement, may take other
apprriate actions, including declaring misprocurement, if the Bank determines at any
time that representatives of the Borrower or of a recipient of any part of the proceeds of
the loan engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, or obstructivecesacti
during the procurement process, selection and/or execution of the contract in question,
without the Borrower having taken timely and appropriate action satisfactory to the
Bank to address such practices when they occur, including by failing to itfferBank
in a timely manner at the time they knew of the practices;

prevailing sanctions policies and procedures, may sanction a firm or individual, either
indefinitely or for a stated period of time, including by publicly declaring such firm or

to the submission of bids and contract performance, and to have them audited by
auditors appointed by the Bank.

For the avoidance of doubt, a sanctioned partyds i)neligibi
applying for pregudification, expressing interest in a consultancy, and bidding, either directly or as a nominated sub
contractor, nominated consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominated service provider, in respect of such
contract, and (ii) entering into @ddendum or amendment introducing a material modification to any existing contract.

A nominated sulontractor, nominated consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominated service provider
(different names are used depending on the partibidaing document) is one which has been: (i) included by the bidder in

its prequalification application or bid because it brings specific and critical experience anehkmothat allow the bidder to

meet the qualification requirements for the particbid; or (ii) appointed by the Borrower.

Inspections in this context usually are investigative (i.e., forensic) in nature. They involfiadagy activities undertaken by

the Bank or persons appointed by the Bank to address specific matterd telaivestigations/audits, such as evaluating the
veracity of an allegation of possible Fraud and Corruption, through the appropriate mechanisms. Such activity inctudes but i
not limited to: accessing and examining a firm's or individual's finanaatds and information, and making copies thereof as
relevant; accessing and examining any other documents, data and information (whether in hard copy or electronic format)
deemed relevant for the investigation/audit, and making copies thereof as releteamtewing staff and other relevant
individuals; performing physical inspections and site visits; and obtaining third party verification of information.
