REMARKS

At approximately 1840 on 16 May 2016, the Air Accident Investigation Division, AAID was notified of a missing Kenyan registered aircraft 5Y-BXS in the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC). The last known position was reported as approximately 130 miles west of Kisangani. 
AAID advised the Search and Rescue (SAR) coordination team locally. Also notified was the aircraft accident investigation agency, BPEA in DRC. 
The Operator immediately launched his own SAR. In the course of the week, AAID was duly updated of the progress and on 20 May 2016 the report indicated that the crash site had been located from the air. 
Investigations are ongoing by the DRC BPEA.
